Credible Allegations

During the timeframe of
this report, the Diocese
received no new
allegations of sexual
abuse of a minor by a
diocesan priest.

All allegations are
reported to the local
authorities immediately
and those involving the
clergy are submitted for
review to the Diocesan
Review Board.
