LIBRARY CURRICULUM GUIDELINES

To the Library/Media Specialist:   By seventh grade, students have mastered many of the skills they will need to use their school or public library.  During the seventh grade year, they will continue to broaden their knowledge of potential information sources in all media, and refine their skills at using them.  They will grow in their ability to assess the value of information sources as well as appreciate the quality of literary reading, and to select the best informational and recreational reading.  They will become more capable of synthesizing information and presenting it in proper format.

Because library skills at this level should be well-developed, and most instruction will be targeted at applying skills in the context of classroom activities, formal library classes for whole class group may not always be the best choice at this level.   The librarian and teachers may consider serving students in small groups in the library, making library research time available to students throughout the school week.   In some school settings, the classroom and/or the computer lab may be the places of choice for teaching some of these skills.  The Media Specialist should be available for collaboration with the classroom teacher and/or to suggest resources to support the classroom curriculum.
