If international student is new to studying in the US:
I. Parent / Guardian applies for acceptance at a Diocesan school

II. Tuition is paid in full upon admission
III. SCHOOL gives International Student packet to parent or guardian to include the following:

a. Instruction for I-20 Application
b. Diocese of Arlington I-20 Application Form
i. Parent / Guardian completes SECTION I

ii. SCHOOL completes SECTION II and forwards application to OCS (SCHOOL may fax completed application but original must be on file with OCS)

IV. Office of Catholic Schools issues the I-20
If international student is currently enrolled in a non-Diocesan school in the US:

I. Parent / Guardian applies for acceptance at a Diocesan school

II. Tuition is paid in full upon admission
III. SCHOOL gives International Student packet to parent or guardian to include the following:

a. Instruction for I-20 Application
b. Diocese of Arlington I-20 Application Form
i. Parent / Guardian completes SECTION I

ii. SCHOOL completes SECTION II and forwards application to OCS (SCHOOL may fax completed application but original must be on file with OCS)

c. Diocese of Arlington International Student Transfer Report
i. Parent / Guardian completes top section and forwards to originating school

ii. Originating school is to complete the report and forward to OCS

· Process for non-Diocesan High School

I. Parent / Guardian is responsible to ensure the I-20 transfer to the high school

a. SCHOOL contacts OCS with name of school to which student has been accepted

b. Parent / Guardian is to contact both new school and OCS with information regarding transfer
If international student is currently enrolled and will continue in a Diocesan school:
I. Parent / Guardian applies for acceptance for the upcoming academic year
II. Tuition is paid in full upon admission
III. If the student is to travel during school holidays, it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to ensure the I-20 is current and properly endorsed


International Students who hold a visa other than F-1
Appendix AJ (Nonimmigrant Class Who Can Study)
I. SCHOOL will refer to Appendix AJ (Nonimmigrant Class Who Can Study) for all international students who hold a visa other than F-1
a. International students who hold a B-1 or B-2 visa (Visitor) may not attend school even while in the process of changing status to F-1
i. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to inform the school of the processing of any pending change in status
ii. SCHOOL will then notify OCS of the processing of any pending change in status

e. Program End Date

i. Date student is expected to complete a full course of study (graduate)

f. Annual cost per student

i. Tuition

ii. Fees

g. Verification of Catholic Baptism

h. English proficiency

i. If the school has determined the student to be proficient in English

ii. Plan of action if the student is determined not to be proficient in English

i. Signature of principal or registrar and date signed
II. Review completed application form to ensure all questions are complete

III. Forward completed application to OCS

a. School may fax completed application to expedite application process but must send original for student’s file

Verification of international student attending school

I. At the beginning of each semester, submit electronically to OCS Appendix AH – Report on Status of F-1 (Non-Immigrant) Students for each international student who has been issued an I-20
a. If the student is verified as attending the form is due within 30 days of the beginning of each semester

b. If the student fails to report to school the form is due within 30 days of the beginning of each semester

c. If the student transfers to another school or is known to have departed the U.S. the form is due within 15 days of either the beginning of the semester or date of departure
Policy 624.1.B - Immunizations-tuberculosis
I. International students who enroll in a Diocesan school for the first time must provide documentation they are free from communicable tuberculosis per Policy 624.1.b

a. Students who have traveled or resided in a foreign country for five months or more, where tuberculosis is common, are required to provide documentation, prior to school entry, of a negative tuberculosis skin test or chest x-ray result.  All Diocesan schools are responsible for compliance with local health department regulations pertaining to tuberculosis screening and treatment.
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
