B. WHEN THE AREA IS CLEAR AND THE EMERGENCY IS OVER:

• Prepare a written statement for students to take home. 
 
• Designate a place for parents who arrive on campus. 
 
• Hold a faculty meeting at the end of the day to inform and update the 

faculty and staff members.
