Quo Vadis?
High School young men, where are you going?
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“Quo Vadis”, Latin for “Where are you going” refers to a traditional account of St. Peter’s vision of Jesus on the Appian Way.  As the story has been recalled, the Christians of Rome had pressed St. Peter to flee the city, and persecutions of Emperor Nero, in an attempt to safeguard the papacy and save his own life. The Apostle reluctantly consented.  When Peter was about to pass through the gate of the city, he saw Christ walking toward him.  Recoiling in a mixed state of reverence and shock he asked Jesus, "Domine, quo vadis?" (Lord, where are you going?)  Christ replied, “I am coming to Rome to be crucified.” Peter continued, “Lord, will You again be crucified?” The Lord answered, “As you say, I will again be crucified.” The Apostle concluded, “Lord, I will return and follow You”.  With these words the Lord immediately ascended into Heaven.  St. Peter now understood that it was his own crucifixion that the Lord was speaking of and that Jesus would suffer in and with Peter through his own passion and death.  In the end, the faithful Apostle fully embraced Christ’s will and followed Him, even unto death.  He returned to Rome with humble resignation to be crucified just as the Lord had foretold in the Gospel of John 13:36.  
Perhaps one of the most important questions in life is, “where are you going?” The question certainly has general implications regarding Christian discipleship, but also specific implications regarding one’s vocation.  To assist high school young men in pondering this important question, the Diocese of Arlington has formed six (deanery) groups called Quo Vadis.  Quo Vadis members are seeking to grow in faithful Catholic Christian discipleship to better recognize and respond to their own vocation invitation from our Lord, whatever that might be.  Therefore, these Quo Vadis Groups are not only for those who will consider a vocation to priesthood, but are also for those who will consider a vocation to marriage, to the permanent diaconate, to the consecrated life as a brother, or to the consecrated or dedicated single life in service to Christ and His Church.
