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WHAT IS ENGAGED
ENCOUNTER?

Catholic Engaged Encounter is an
intense weekend of marriage
preparation presented by a team of two
married couples and a priest, all of
whom rely on their personal
experience and stories to encourage the
engaged to examine their own
relationship. The format is as follows:

(1) Brief presentation by the team

(2) Questions for individuals to
write about privately

(3) Time for individuals to discuss
privately their thoughts with their
fiancé.

The majority of the weekend involves
communicating privately with your
future spouse. There is no public
speaking or group discussion. This
format gives engaged couples a safe
space to examine the issues that will be
encountered in marriage. The focus of
the weekend then follows a natural
progression from the individual — to
the couple — to the Church — to the
world.
