How do I RSVP for the Appreciation Dinner?

e If part of your group is not a multiple of eight, you may wish to limit your reserved tables with the
knowledge that several attendees will be assigned a seat that did not reserve a table. This would then be
considered a Combo Reservation.

e Reserved tables of eight will be marked with your group name.

Option #2: General Seating
e For any size group
¢ Cost of $15.00 per person, non-refundable
e The Office of Youth, Campus, & Young Adult Ministries will seat you at a table not already reserved.

What are the costs associated with the Awards and the Dinner?
e Your parish/campus ministry will be billed for all costs associated with the Dinner in the weeks following
the event. There is no need to pay anything up front.
Volunteer of the Year Award submissions are $30.00 each.
Major award nominations, since they are not guaranteed, are free.
The cost per attendee at the Dinner is $15.00, including Volunteer of the Year awardees.
Confirmed major awardees are complimentary, as are a maximum of 7 of their immediate family (e.g.
wife, husband, children, parents).
e Other guests of the awardees are not complimentary, but many parishes/campus ministries choose to
cover their cost.
